The Baptism of our Lord Jesus Christ
with the Renewal of the Covenant

Sunday January 10, 2021 « 8:45 a.m.

And a voice from heaven said,

“This is my Son, whom I love.; with him I am well pleased.”
Matthew 3: 17

The Covenant service goes back to John Wesley’s time. He wanted a form of worship which would
help people open themselves to God more fully. He saw the relationship with God in Covenant as being
like a marriage between human beings (both as a community and as individuals) on the one side and God
in Christ on the other (cf. Ephesians 5.21-33). In 1755, Wesley, created such a service, using material
from the writings of the seventeenth-century puritans divines, Joseph and Richard Alleine. These works
came from the Puritan tradition of pastoral and spiritual guidance

The aim of the service is to help people hear God’s offer and God’s challenge; to provide space for
God to prompt and for people to respond. Yet, more than this, for the Covenant service is not just a
one-to-one transaction between individuals and God, it is an act of the whole faith community.

The baptism of our Lord Jesus Christ is observed in the Church calendar during the Season of
Epiphany . The baptism of Christ is described in all four Gospels, and marks the beginning of his public
ministry. It is one of the four holy days denoted as especially appropriate for baptisms, along with Easter
Vigil, Pentecost, and All Saints’ Day. It is therefore all the more meaningful that on this day we are invited
to renew our covenant vows.
